One direction of traffic will be closed at a time,
and detour routes and signage will be in place. Please heed all traffic signs and use caution
when traveling near the work area.
e Work will be intermittent through summer 2019. General work hours are Sundays through
Thursdays, 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. Some day and weekend work may also be required.
¢ Residents and businesses may notice the presence of crews, work lights,
demolition noise, and vehicle safety back-up alarms during construction.
