e A lane closure and a sidewalk closure will be in place on Olive Street from 7 a.m. to 3 p.m.
each day.

* Signage will be placed in advance of parking restrictions, and flaggers will be present
to direct traffic.

e Access to businesses and residences on Olive Street will be maintained.

e Crews will minimize impacts as much as possible.
